
PTSA Meeting Minutes

December 9, 2010

Approval of October 2010 minutes
Jennifer Waldner presented the meeting minutes from the October 2010 meeting.  There was a motion to approve the minutes by Lil Orlandi and 2nd by Beth D’Amico.  The vote to approve was unanimous.

Treasurer's Report

 Beth D’Amico presented the treasurer’s report.  The detailed treasurer’s report is available on line.  Items discussed include unallocated spending from previous years, grocery program, lunch program, and fundraising financials.

Grocery Program  

Over the holidays, Kim Sutton sold gift cards for a variety of retail stores, in addition to the regular grocery program.  This resulted in addition sales of $9900 worth of cards for Woods.    We also discussed that Woods could buy BP gift cards through the PTSA to pay for gas for the buses.  This would also generate additional revenue for the PTSA.

Kroger Label Collection

Kroger has a program where schools can collect labels from certain items and redeem them for supplies.  There were several items that could be of interest to our specials departments.   Allison Crutchfield and Andy Orbits expressed interest in heading this up.

Scholarship Committee

There has been discussion for the formation of a scholarship committee. The purpose of the committee would be to provide financial assistance to those who are in need..  There was suggestion that there could be an anonymous on-line application form to determine need.   The profits from the BP card gas sales could go towards this fund.

Read-a-thon

We discussed the benefits/drawbacks of moving read-a-thon dates to a different time of the year for next year.  Erica Berry and Jennifer Waldner will discuss this.

Digital Keyboards

  $2500 was requested to purchase an electronic keyboard.  Currently there is $1190 in the piano fund.  We discussed adding the pizza sales profits from cafe night and family night along with piano money from SAS to purchase piano.  We would need to have an electronic vote to approve. 

Bleacher Funding

Woods would like to purchase permanent bleachers for the gymnasium.  These would allow for all school assemblies in the gym as well as provide additional seating for sporting events.  The cost for these bleachers is $35,000.  The PTSA would like to contribute $15,000 towards this purchase.  The proposed income breakdown is as follows:
