
PTSA Meeting Minutes
January 27, 2011
Approval of December 2010 minutes
Jennifer Waldner presented the meeting minutes from the December 2010 meeting.  There was a motion to approve the minutes by Kim Sutton and 2nd by Mary Scholle.  The vote to approve was unanimous.
Thank you from the music department

Christine Vaughn thanked the PTSA for the funding that enabled the music department to purchase 3 digital pianos.  These pianos have greatly benefitted Wood’s music program

Grocery Program  

Kim Sutton spoke on behalf of the grocery card program.  Through February, the grocery program has generated $11900 in revenue.  Kim plans to do another gift card sales initiative before the year end.  There was a request to donate $150 to the Cottrell family, who is currently experiencing severe medical hardship.  There was a motion by Nancy Holden and a 2nd motion by Beth D’amico to donate this money.  There was unanimous approval.

How the Woods PTSA plans to go forward

The PTSA would like to hear ideas about how to improve communication and get word out to parents.  We plan to move forward by focusing less on social events like Cafe night, field day, etc.  Other school groups have stepped in and would like to manage these events.  Instead we will focus on providing services and additional funding to the school using a committee based system.  We plan to define all current committees by the school year’s end.

Scholarship Committee

There was discussion to rename the scholarship committee to financial assistance or financial aid committee.  The purpose of the committee would be to give funding to those who need financial help.  There was a request for assistance with paying for hot lunch for 2 students for the rest of the school year.  It is estimated that this would cost $360/student.  This request was approved.

Read-a-thon

The read-a-thon raised $5300 this year.  This funding along with other sources will go towards the bleacher purchase.   Next year the read-a-thon will be held in October along with the book fair.

Communication Committee needed

The purpose of this committee would be to send save the date and meeting notifications to parents.  This committee could thank families for joining the PTSA, put thank yous into the newsletter for volunteers and maybe have PTSA family of the week.

Brick Sales

Currently there are $2175 in brick sales.  There was a suggestion for parents to buy bricks for seniors.   A letter should be sent to parents of seniors before graduation about this.

Bleacher Funding

The bleachers for the gymnasium have been purchased and are scheduled to be installed prior to graduation.  So far brick sales and read-a-thon fundraising have achieved there fundraising goals.  We are still waiting for a report on the Booster Clubs fundraising for this.    The PTSA would like to contribute $15,000 towards this purchase.  The proposed PTSA contribution towards the bleacher purchase is as follows:
