
PTSA Meeting Minutes
March 3, 2011

Approval of January 2011 minutes
Jennifer Waldner presented the meeting minutes from the January 2011 meeting.  There was a motion to approve the minutes by Kim Sutton and 2nd by Patricia Hume.  The vote to approve was unanimous.
Committee Reports

Grocery Program - Kim Sutton
Kim Sutton spoke on behalf of the grocery card program.  Through March, the grocery program has generated $13,000 in revenue.  The grocery program made an additional $1000 in December by the sale of additional gift cards.  Kim is considering doing another sale like this before the end of the year.  Kim also confirmed that she will head up the grocery card program again next year.

Teacher Appreciation - Nicole Stewart

Lori Phillips and Nicole Steward are leading up Teacher appreciation week.  So far expenses are within budget.  The proposed plan is as follows:

Monday - Cookies or a fruit cup snack

Tuesday - Potato bar at lunch

Wednesday - Distribute Starfish poem on a book mark.  Have kids bring in thank you notes for teachers.

Thursday - Give teachers gift cards

Friday - Have appetizers after school at Carolina Brewery.  Cost will be $10/person. 

We discussed the idea that next year we could offer a car wash for teachers by High Schoolers on a half day.

Lunch Program - Emily Anderson

Jennifer Waldner reported for Emily Anderson.  Emily is working with TJ Stankus to create an online lunch ordering system.  Parents would have the choice to pay by check or to pay on-line using Pay-pal.  Pay-pal charges a per transaction fee that would be passed on to the parents when ordering.  We will make sure to be very clear to parents about this fee.  TJ and Emily are working on a prototype that they can demonstrate at a future PTSA meeting. 

Read-a-thon - Jennifer Waldner

Erica Berry and Jennifer Waldner headed up the read-a-thon this year and raised $5300.   Next year the read-a-thon will be held in October along with the book fair.  Jennifer and Erica will lead up the read-a-thon again next year.

Financial Assistance Committee - Patricia Hume and Jennifer Allran

We discussed that the financial assistance committee would use the profits from the purchase of gas for the buses using Lowes cards.  Patricia will research how much money would be needed for this type of program.  Perhaps we could determine a monthly budget.  We also discussed that determination of financial need would be determined privately by the office.  The PTSA would provide silent funding.  Patricia confirmed that she would chair this committee again next year. 

Brick Sales

There was a suggestion for parents to buy bricks for seniors.    Julie will send out a letter in April asking parents to purchase bricks for seniors. Our cost for the bricks have stayed the same.  So far 100-110 bricks have been sold.

Book-fair - Teresa Perschy
The proposed date for the book-fair next year is October 17-21.  October 19 will be family night at school.  Next year, Maritza Bianco will head up the book fair.

Booster Club - Mary Crabtree

Mary Crabtree spoke on behalf of the booster club.  They will have a car wash on April 2nd.  They are also working on a Zumba class for parents.  They have also created a Booster Club “Magazine” which is available for purchase for $5.  The Booster club did not present a financial statement and will follow up with Beth D’amico offline.  The Booster Club in unable to contribute towards the purchase of the bleachers for the gym.

Box Tops

Alison Crutchfield and Andy Orbich reported on box top collection for this year.  So far $1062 has been raised.  We discussed an incentive where kids can bring in $1.00 worth of box tops any time of year and turn them in to the lunch room to receive a free freezer pop.  

Treasurer's Report

 Beth D’Amico presented the treasurer’s report.    Items discussed include grocery program, lunch program, Booster Club deposits and withdrawls, and fundraising financials.   Mary Crabtree did not agree with all of the expenses reported by the Booster Club, however, needs to check her own records first, and will then follow up with Beth D’amico. There was a motion by Carol Madison and a 2nd by Teresa Perschy to accept the treasurer’s report.  There was unanimous approval.
