Approval of September 2010 minutes
Jennifer Waldner presented the meeting minutes from the September 2010 meeting.  There was a motion to approve the minutes by Kum Sutton and 2nd by Carol Madison.  The vote to approve was unanimous.
Treasurer's Report Beth D’Amico presented the treasurer’s report.  The detailed statement is available on-line at the Woods web site.  The grocery program’s financials were discussed.  On the October 19, 2010 financial spreadsheet, 2 months worth of cards were purchased and only 1 month worth sold.  This was done to receive a greater % of cash back from Lowes foods.  Therefore, the profits from the grocery program will be better reflected on the next financial spreadsheet. The lunch program financials were also discussed.  All expenses for the lunch program are not reflected on this statement, as the bill for the lunch program coordinator has not yet been received.  Carol Madison put forth a motion to approve the report and a second motion by Diane Pons.  The vote was unanimous approval.
Vote to Allocate Money –
· Piano money – The music program has asked for $3000 to purchase a piano.  There was a motion by Carol Madison to donate the $3000 from the $13,000 of unallocated income from last year.  There was a second motion by Diane Pons and the vote was unanimous approval. 
· Theater money – There is a request for $250 to pay for a professional theatre group to come and perform Windy City Slim for our students.  There was a motion by Julie Cummins to approve this request with funding coming from the 2009/2010 unallocated funds. There was a second motion by Lil Orlandi and the vote was unanimous approval.

As a fundraiser, the PTSA will be selling pizza, dessert, and a drink at this event.  Please sign up if you can donate a dessert.  Nicolle Stewart will be selling PTSA directories also at this event.
Brick Sales - This year, Julie Cummins is leading up the sale of bricks.  An email will be going out to promote brick sales.  Ideas to promote brick sales include, encouraging bricks as senior gifts and also giving bricks to teachers as a gift.
