
PTSA Meeting Minutes
September 23, 2010

Approval of April 2010 and May 2010 meeting minutes
Jennifer Waldner presented the meeting minutes from the April 2010 meeting and the May 2010 meeting.  There was a motion to approve the minutes by Lil Orlandi and 2nd by Carol Madison.  The vote to approve was unanimous.  Copies of the approved minutes are available online under the PTSA tab of the Woods web site.

Officer Elections
Elections for the PTSA 2010/2011 school year were held.  The vote was unanimous for Jennifer Waldner to remain Secretary, Beth D’Amico to remain as Treasurer, and for Adrianne Leinbach to remain as President.  There were no alternate candidates and the position of vice-President remains open.  

Treasurer's Report/Budget Approval

Beth D’Amico presented the PTSA financial statement for the period July 1, 2009 - June 30, 2010.  The detailed statement is available on-line at the Woods web site. Highlighted items include that the Grocery card program had a net income of $12,506 for the 2009/2010 school year.  The student lunch program had a net income of over $20,000.  As of June 30, 2010, the PTSA had a net income of $17,165.56.   Major expenditures include contributions of approx $1000 to each the elementary, middle, and high school division.  Contribution of $5000 to a special music fund, and the contribution of $7900 to Outdoor spaces.  Heather Gallagher put forth a motion to approve the report and a second motion by Robiny Rhea.  The vote was unanimous approval.

Beth D’Amico presented the proposed PTSA budget for the 2010/2011 school year.  The budget was based on last years financials.  There was a motion by Kris Little to approve the budget, a second motion by Vicki Smith and the vote was unanimous approval. 

Presentation of Booster Club proposed budget for the 2010/2011 school year 

Robiny Rhea presented the proposed booster club budget for the 2010/2011 school year.  Please contact Robiny Rhea for a copy of that report.  There was a motion by Heather Gallagher to approve the budget, a second motion by Kim Carpenter, and the vote was unanimous approval.

Vote to approve use of discover card point. 

Currently the PTSA has accumulated 1500 points on the Discover card.  There was a motion by Nancy Holden, to use these points to purchase Panera gift cards.  There was a second motion by Carol Madison and the vote was unanimous approval.
Formation of Committees 

This year the PTSA would like to establish several committees with chairs. The committee discussion was as follows:

1.  Social/food committee - Carol Madison will take lead of this committee.  She will need additional helpers to make food to bring to events.   Jennifer Waldner will contact Brier Chapel Club house to investigate holding a meeting at that location.

2.  Scholarship committee - This committee was proposed to oversee and help with distribution of scholarship money in areas such as school lunch and field trips. This committee would be responsible for determine need.  We are currently seeking a chair.
3. Bricks/Fundraising committee - We are currently looking for a chair.  We would like to have a brick sales fundraiser in November.  Proceeds from the brick sales will be used towards the purchase of projectors for the middle3 and high schools.  It was also suggested to target brick sales to graduating seniors.  Robiny will email parents of athletes to share this idea. 
4. Read-a-thon.  Erica Berry and Jennifer Waldner will co-chair.  The read-s-thon will start at the end of November and continue into December.  Currently we are brainstorming for a fundraising goal.  There was discussion of a technology type goal.  Perhaps a computer lab.  This still needs to be formalized.
5. Teacher appreciation will again be led by Nicolle Stewart with help of Lori Phillips.
6. PTSA Room Parents - Nicolle Stewart is putting together room parent volunteers for each class at Woods.  It is our intent to use this room parent to help funnel information to other parents in their class.
7. Public Relations - We are looking for a representative who can help with PTSA communications.
8. Printer cartridge Recycle Program - Beth D’Amico ordered kits to help with printer cartridge recycling.  Lil Orlandi will contact high school committee to try to find a high school student to lead this program.
